One of Those Hideous Books Where the Mother Dies by Sonya Sones  This is Sones’ follow-up to her terrific book What My Mother Doesn’t Know. How does the slightly geeky Jack respond to the girls who flash him and what about the secretive girl “FancyPants” who keeps IM’ing him???

Prom by Laurie Halse Anderson   What happens when the math teacher steals the prom money? Her best friend Natalia forces Ashley, who has no intention of going to prom, onto the prom committee. Together they work to pull off a miracle while keeping Ashley out of detention and on the track to graduation.  Along the way, Ashley learns some things she didn’t know… 

The Golden Compass by Philip Pullman  Tremendous fantasy/adventure novel!  You will be riveted as you follow Lyra and her daemon as she begins her search for a missing child who is her friend.  Who are these “gobblers” who are taking these children—why do they want them and their daemons?
